Qantm College Melbourne has now relocated and merged with SAE Institute Melbourne 
effective from the 15

th
 of February 2010.  The new Melbourne campus is located on the 

southern side of Melbourne‟s bustling CBD at 235 Normanby Road, South Melbourne.   
 
The campus is easily accessed by public transport including the 109 route (which covers 
Collins Street) on the Port Melbourne line.  Alternatively the campus is a 15 minute walk 
from either Southern Cross Station located on Spencer Street or Melbourne‟s Crown 
entertainment complex. South Melbourne plays host to an increasing number of the cities 
entertainment and production businesses. 
 

FACILITIES 

Qantm College Melbourne Classrooms

This trendy enclave 
is also home to many cafés and restaurants and is minutes from the culinary delights of 
China Town.  A five minute walk takes you to the city centre with all it has to offer.

Online Resources 
Students have access to magazine and journal articles on a wide range of subjects 
including animation, games design, and computing, through Expanded Academic ASAP 
and Music and Performing Arts online. Ask library staff for login details and a quick guide to 
using these databases. 
 
Electronic books are also available to students and staff through Netlibrary.  Check the 
library website or ask library staff for details. 

 
Study Skills 
For guidance on how to write a set out an essay, read for study purposes, or manage your 
time, take a look at the study guides located in hard copy in the library.  The guides help 
students develop good study skills and strategies, and provide important guidance on 
academic conventions, research and referencing. 
 
Borrowing from other libraries 
Qantm and SAE Libraries have recently joined the UNILINC consortium. Membership of 
the UNILINC Reciprocal Borrowing Scheme will enable students and staff at all SAE and 
Qantm campuses to borrow directly from other UNILINC libraries.  This extends the range 
of resources available to students and staff tremendously.  
 
In addition to the Qantm Sydney campus library, the City of Sydney has the State Library of 
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New South Wales public library located at Macquarie Street.  This library offer a wide range 
of facilities, services and reading material, including books, magazines, journals, 
newspapers and electronic publications.

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3. STUDYING AT QANTM COLLEGE 
Qantm College courses are unique and innovative with an emphasis on aligning knowledge 
and skills with current industry demands.  
 
Qantm College seeks constant industry feedback on the courses it provides. This means 
that Qantm College courses are in line with industry trends and our students have the skills 
and knowledge the industry requires. Staff members at Qantm College all have industry 
experience in their field.  

 
Qantm College provides a full range of study and career options by offering both 
internationally recognised Bachelor degrees and an award winning range of Certificate and 
Diploma courses that can be studied face to face or via online. 

 

 

Study Modes 
Depending on the course, Qantm College study may be offered in a variety of modes: 

 Full-time face-to-face study 
 Online study (Diplomas and Certificates) 
 Mixed-mode study (Part-time and online) 

 
Details of the modes of study available for a course/training course are usually outlined 
when you have initial discussions with Qantm College staff. 

 

Study Hours 
The hours of study in a week vary according to the mode of study.  
 

Full-Time 
For those students studying in full-time face-to-face mode you can expect to be at 
Qantm College between 16 (for higher education students) and 20 hours (for 
vocational students) each week in accordance with their accredited courses.  
 

Online 
Hours of study for online and mixed-mode students will vary. 

 

 

Studying and Working 
ñCan I study full-time and keep a job at the same time?ò 
 
This is usually the first question asked by most full-time students and if it applies to you it is 
one that you must answer for yourself, mindful that your study at Qantm College needs to 
be your first priority. Only you can really know how well you can organise your week to 
allow for the successful completion of your studies and your job. Lab sessions, where you 
can continue with your own work (assignments etc) are also available throughout the week.  
Lab attendance is essential, particularly for those with no computer and/or software at 
home, and could mean an extra 10–20 hrs per week depending on the course. 
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While we endeavour keep to the weekly study schedule once organised, at times changes 
to a timetable cannot be avoided. You need to be flexible in your week especially if you are 
going to try to maintain a part-time job. 
 
Online modes of study may lend themselves more easily to working at the same time. 
 

Study Delivery 
The study delivery of each course is dependent on the mode of study you have chosen.  
 

Online 
If you are studying online, an email account is required. You will be sent passwords to 
obtain access to secure areas of your study website which will allow you to download the 
necessary study materials. 
 

Face-To-Face 
If you are studying in face-to-face mode you will attend lectures/classes/tutorials from 
qualified academic staff. Academic staff will use a variety of resources and will usually 
supply students with notes in electronic format. Under certain circumstances, and 
negotiated on an individual basis, academic staff may provide learning resources in printed 
format. 
 
For diploma/certificate students you will learn aspects about the particular topic being 
taught in class and then be given hands-on time to practice and extend your ability.   
 
Help will be provided for both degree and diploma/certificate students for hands-on time to 
practice and extend your ability. Night labs with a Tutor are provided regularly for students 
to continue their work until 8:45pm. 
 
For degree students, typically lectures will provide the theoretical aspects of the course, 
while tutorials will provide an opportunity to analyse the topic and explore the practical 
application of the theory.  Labs will provide you with hands-on time to practice and extend 
your ability. 
 
Delivery hours within courses may include both instructional sessions and guided or 
otherwise directed prototype and production time for each course. 
 

Class Allocation 
The Campus Academic Coordinator allocates students to classes. Allocation takes into 
account Equal Employment Opportunity and anti-discrimination policies, class availability 
and timetabling constraints.  
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Class Times 
Attendance in classes is a requirement of your course and, in some cases, your 
assessment. We request that you arrive on time for classes.  Please be aware that the 
Qantm building automatically arms and locks itself.  This means „access/exit to/from the 
building is restricted after 6.30pm and on weekends.  If you have any general inquiries or 
are unable to attend a designated class, please contact Student Administration.

Accident Reporting 
Any workplace accident involving you must be reported to your Supervisor or Instructor 
immediately.

 If this is not suitable or the results of this discussion prove unsatisfactory from the student 
perspective, the Campus Manager will refer the student to the Head of Undergraduate 
Studies who has completed Tertiary studies in Psychology and who may then refer the 
student to a fully qualified, external, professional counsellor if necessary. 

 
In all instances the Student Liaison & Support Officer, will coordinate the counselling needs 
of the student and facilitate their access to assistance in strict confidence. 
 
Educational 
 Students experiencing educational problems of concern to them should, in the first 
instance, discuss these issues with their teacher. 
 Students wanting advice on study skills should contact the Campus Academic Coordinator 
who is also the Student Liaison & Support Officer. 
 Concerns of an administrative nature may be addressed to any member of the campus 
administration team. 
 
NB: For specific names of staff members refer to the Qantm College organisational chart. 

 

Orientation 
Prior to the commencement of studies at Qantm College students will attend an Orientation 
Day that has been designed to introduce them to the important aspects of Qantm College‟s 
operations, activities and opportunities.  
 
Senior teaching staff will address a number of issues that will be important to the student 
during the study period with Qantm College. Some of the areas covered will be (but not 
limited to): 

  Course / unit outlines 
  Expectations of study times 
  Forms of academic assistance available to students 
  Library resources 
  Support services (e.g. emergency, health, legal services)  
 Timetables 
  Access to the Qantm College computer network, student portal and email accounts 
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  Attendance required 
  Network Acceptable Use Policy 

Students are encouraged to discuss any concerns with the relevant staff member at any 
time during the studies with Qantm College. This includes their academic progress and any 
further studies they may wish to pursue. 
 

Timetables 
Students will be given access to their Timetable via the Student Portal (at Qantm College 
or at home) and on student noticeboards at Qantm College.  Changes will be notified as 
soon as information comes to hand with most changes being notified to students one week 
in advance via the Student Portal and, in some cases, via email. 
 

Major projects – bachelor degrees 
During Trimesters 5 and 6, students in each Bachelor degree are required to design and 
produce a final major project in their field of study.  Bachelor of Interactive Entertainment 
students will complete this project in the units of study, IEP301 and IEP302.  Bachelor of 
Creative Media students will complete these projects in the units of study, AMM303 and 
AMM304.  These units of study run concurrently to allow students of various majors to work 
collaboratively in realising the project outcome. 
 
During trimester 5 the planning of the project is undertaken. Teams are formed consisting 
of students from majors such as animation, games programming, games design, 
interactive media and graphic design. The focus of this trimester is on the pre-production 
aspects of the project when teams scope the size of their project and prepare the relevant 
documentation. Preparation of proof of concept prototypes, storyboards and animatics 
coupled with any preparatory work are also undertaken during this trimester. Throughout 
the trimester the student teams work in a studio-simulated environment and meet regularly 
with an assigned supervisor.  

 
During trimester 6 the production and postproduction aspects of the project are 
undertaken. Using their project plan as a guide, the teams work throughout the trimester in 
a studio-simulated environment to create their project. All team members meet as a group 
with an assigned supervisor throughout the trimester 
 
Projects typically comprise of teams of students from all majors within a program of study.  
For instance a game project could consist of up to 12 team members that include 
animators, games programmers & games designers. 
 
In addition, students are encouraged to engage team members from the alternate Bachelor 
program.  An example of this might be a Bachelor of Interactive Entertainment games 
development team engaging one or more students from the Bachelor of Creative Media, to 
design and produce the marketing campaign for the game product, including web site 
development, graphic design of the promotional materials and packaging requirements. 
 
Students who wish to complete a solo project must request this of the Qantm Panel 
through pitching their project idea.  Qantm does not seek to restrict student creativity and 
so may approve such a project; however, students are encouraged to form teams with 
other students, wherever possible.
